· Students will participate in oral word sorts, distinguishing orally state words into shared beginning (doll, dog, day) middle (cat, hand, man), or ending (hat, wet, pot) sounds.
· Students will blend spoken phonemes, vowel-consonant sounds, orally to make words and then syllables as they repeat after the teacher as he/she holds up a familiar object or picture and says the name one syllable at a time (e.g., tel-e-phone). Students say the word and then say it by syllables.
· Students will identify and produce rhyming words in response to spoken words as indicated on the District Kindergarten Literacy Assessment.

· Students will distinguish and use initial and final consonant sounds in single-syllable words as demonstrated on the District Kindergarten Literacy Assessment.

· Students will blend onsets, rimes, and spoken phonemes orally to make words or syllables as demonstrated on the District Kindergarten Literacy Assessment.

· Students will generate consonant sounds as they play “I Spy” (e.g., Student says, “I spy with my little eye something that starts with /s/ - sun).
· Students will read Humpty Dumpty or another familiar nursery rhyme or song on the pocket chart.  The teacher will change the initial sound of some of the words as the students recognize that as letters change, so do the sounds and meanings of the words (alphabetic principle).

· Students will match all consonant and short vowel sounds to appropriate letters as they participate in alphabet bingo. 
· Students distinguish long and short vowel sounds in orally stated single-syllable words as they sort pictures or objects in containers labeled with the appropriate vowel sounds.
· The teacher will model and the students will write during dictation uppercase and lowercase letters independently, attending to form and spatial alignment.
· Students will use counters to show recognition of a sequence of basic speech sounds and will write down the letters they think represent those sounds. (Sounds in Action p. 120).

· Students will distinguish letters from words as indicated by the District Kindergarten Literacy Assessment.
· Students will demonstrate their recognition of and name all upper and lower case letters on the District Kindergarten Literacy Assessment.

· Students will generate consonant sounds as assessed using the District Kindergarten Literacy Assessment.
