Principles of Constitutional Democracy and Governance Systems

Grade/Course: Kindergarten/Social Studies



Unit Description: At the end of this unit, the students will understand concepts of the principles expressed in documents shaping constitutional democracy in the United States.  The students will also understand concepts of the principles and processes of governance systems.  Students will understand that: (1) there is a purpose for the rules in the classroom (2) and describe the importance of our national flag (3) when we say the “Pledge of Allegiance,” we promise to be loyal to our country (4) our government is democratic and we participate in decision-making processes (5) they can resolve disputes peacefully (6) groups make decisions and understand how decisions are made (7) and rules are made and how rules are enforced.
